1. Chris Watson  - Access to Information for 
Minorities (AIMS) Project, Bradford Talking 
Media 
Chris provided a brief background into Bradford 
Talking Media, who have over 25 years 
experience in training and information delivery in 
a broad range of formats and languages.  
 

He explained the new AIMS project is funded by the 
Teaching Primary Care Trust and seeks to provide new 
ways of assisting hard-to-reach communities to access 
information and support about the health issues that 
matter most to them, and in a way that is most accessible 
to them. 
 
Initially the project will work closely with adults with a 
learning disability and mental health problems. It will begin 
by assessing current provision and accessibility then seek 
to build upon this. The AIMS project will be  recruiting 
people for a 12 week, 2 half-days a week training course 
designed to equip them to research, record, present and 
edit their own ideas of what health information should be 
like.

2. Lucy Veall  - Business Enablement Project  
Bradford   Council 
Lucy gave a brief introduction about the 
Business Ennoblement Project and 
explained how the scheme is designed to 
support disabled people into self 
employment. Lucy explained that no 
evidence of disability was required to 
receive support from the service. . 
 
Anyone interested could participate in a 6 months test 
trading period where their benefits are not affected and 
any profit made  by the business is set aside. After 6 
months if the person wants to come off benefit and 
move into self employment then they receive the profits. 
Lucy added they can support anyone from 16 upwards.
